Prepare a case study of a hazardous event, an 
earthquake, a volcano, a tropical storm or a 
wildfire - what were the causes, how big an event 
was it, economic, social, environmental impacts, 
short and long term responses, how successful 
were the responses.

Research the Holderness coast - what marine 
and sub aerial processes are occurring, what 
erosion and deposition landforms have been 
created, how is the coast being protected, is this 
protection successful. 
Research the Maldives - what are the causes of 
sea level rise, what impacts is this having, how 
is the Maldives adapting, what is being done to 
stop sea level rise at a national and global scale. 
Research Salford Quays - the history, the 
redevelopment and how successful this 
redevelopment has been. 
Research the UK's energy mix - what type of 
energy do we use, how is this changing, what is 
being done to reduce demand for energy. 

The units we study are Coastal Systems and 
Landscapes, Water and Carbon Cycles, Hazards, 
Changing Places, Global Systems and Governance 
and Resource Security.
